Key Topics Covered

The charge nurse sets the tone for the shift for each unit. This role is often a 
nurse's first experience leading others and managing more than their own patient 
assignment. It is critical for new charge nurses to learn key skills for leading their team, 
including managing conflict, allocating resources, and working within the hospital system. 

The role and expectations of the charge nurse
